GENERAL SUMMARY OF POSITION:  Responsible for moving patients from the waiting room to patient care rooms.


**Volunteers with any of the following experience or skills are encouraged to apply and discuss how he/she can best assist the clinic.

SUPERVISION RECEIVED:  Reports to Volunteer Coordinator.
NEEDED FUNCTIONS: 

1. Greets patients in a polite, prompt, helpful manner.  Provides any necessary instructions / directions.  Informs appropriate department / person of patient’s arrival.

2. Takes vital signs including temperature, blood pressure, pulse, respirations, height, and weight according to standard protocols and records appropriately in the chart.

3. Maintains clean, orderly waiting area including beverage area and reading materials.

The volunteer must demonstrate current competencies applicable to job position.

EDUCATION:  High school diploma or GED.

EXPERIENCE:  Experience in customer service setting,  experience in health care setting and experience with office equipment.

REQUIREMENTS:    None
KNOWLEDGE:
1. Knowledge of how to take vital signs.

2. Knowledge of customer service concepts and techniques.
SKILLS:
1. Skill in using medical equipment such as thermometer, blood pressure cuff, and scales.
2. Skill in customer service principles by creating a pleasant waiting room atmosphere. 

3. Must be able to maintain front office efficiency by minimizing conflicts and maintaining professional composure while communicating with an ethnically diverse patient population.
ABILITIES:

1. Ability to communicate clearly in person and on the phone and establish / maintain cooperative relationships with patients, families, physicians, staff and other customers.

2. Ability to read, understand and follow oral and written instructions.  
3. Ability to demonstrate compassion and caring in dealing with others in a way that supports the centers mission to share the love of Christ through quality healthcare to those in need.

ENVIROMENTAL / WORKING CONDITIONS:  Office setting, well-ventilated and well lighted.  OSHA Category 3 – Involves no regular exposure to blood, body fluids, or tissues, and tasks that involve exposure to blood, body fluids, or tissues are not a condition of employment.
PHYSICAL / MENTAL DEMANDS:  
1. Requires eye-hand coordination, finger dexterity.  Vision must be corrected to 20 / 20 and hearing must be in normal range.  Must be able to view computer screens for long periods.  Occasional stress related to workload and customers with problems.
2. Hearing / Speaking:  Effective communication with patients, staff and visitors.  Spanish language skills a plus.

3. Standing:
45% of the workday

4. Sitting:
10% of the workday

5. Walking:
35% of the workday

6. Lifting:
10% of the workday up to 30 lbs.
